Schjeldahl’s dazzling prose style and deeply thoughtful and independent voice has made him one
of the most influential critics of our time. His critical writing workshop (August 24–27) will offer
writers a rare opportunity to interact with Schjeldahl and experience his approach to contempo-
rary art and culture.

Theater at the New Mexico School for the Deaf (NMSD), 1060 Cerrillos Road, Santa Fe.

Schjeldahl was born in North Dakota, and raised in Minnesota. He attended Carleton College
and The New School. He has lived in New York since 1965. In addition to being art critic for The
New Yorker, he has been a columnist for The Village Voice, a contributing editor at Art in
America, and a regular contributor to The New York Times, Vanity Fair, and Seven Days. 

His books include Columns & Catalogues (Figures, 1994), The Seven Days Art Columns (Figures,
1991), and Hydrogen Jukebox: Selected Writings of Peter Schjeldahl, 1978-1990 (University of
California at Berkeley, 1991), as well as several books of poetry. He was the recipient of the
College Art Association’s Frank Jewett Mather Award for distinguished art criticism and a grant
from the John Simon Guggenheim Memorial Foundation. 
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Schjeldahl’s writing workshop and lecture are presented as part of Transmit+Transform, the
Santa Fe Art Institute's 2004 season, which includes artists' lectures, studio workshops, exhibi-
tions, performances, and special events. 

Transmit+Transform expands upon Santa Fe Art Institute’s mission to explore the intersec-
tions of art and society by using artistic imagination to delve into issues, expand discourse,
and enhance understanding of the role of the arts in contemporary society. SFAI is dedicated to
the presentation of substantive programs that give unprecedented access to the ideas of con-
temporary thinkers in the arts, humanities, and sciences.
